building nutrients, including calcium, vitamin D, protein, and phosphorus, 

especially important during the teen years.  Studies show that regularly 

drinking milk during the growing years (thatõs all the way through late 

teens/early twenties) is associated with greater height, bone size, and bone 

mineralization, while research has linked regularly skipping milk to reduced height and 

increased fracture rates.
